The Emancipation Proclamation was drafted over 150 years ago and it mandated liberty.
With this Proclamation, Hillsborough County and the City of Tampa did the same. This
symbolizes our collective recognition of this Human Rights issue, and our commitment to
those impacted. It is also our way of communicating that the trafficking of children and
young adults in this city will not be tolerated. Not now. Not ever.

We continue to be grateful to the Survivors who lead and guide our efforts with their lived
experience and incredible resiliency, and there are truly no words to describe how much we
continue to learn from the children that we serve regarding how to best meet their needs. We
no longer subscribe to the adage of ‘giving a voice to the voiceless’ because our children
certainly have voices! It is simply our job to listen and give them a platform on which to be
heard.

I am beyond touched and honored to have been able to serve our Community in this way for
the past decade alongside each of you. The love, support and grace you’ve shown us is
unprecedented, and we are enormously appreciative of your unrelenting faith in our
Mission.

We look forward to amplifying our efforts and are hopeful for a future where Trafficking of
our children no longer exists. Until then, we will continue to Restore Hope, Empowering
Individuals and Defend Innocence.

WHEREAS, according to the International Labour Organization’s 2017 report,

24.9 million people were impacted by human trafficking worldwide, where 16 million
were exploited for labor, 4.8 million were sexually exploited, and 4.1 million were
exploited in state-imposed forced labor; and

WHEREAS, globally, women account for 56 percent of known human trafficking
victims, and children account for another 31 percent, according to the Counter
Trafficking Data Collective; and

WHEREAS, in order to trap vulnerable individuals, human traffickers use a variety

of abhorrent methods, including violence, drugs, and manipulation; and

WHEREAS, according to the National Human Trafficking Resource Center, Florida
ranks third in the nation for the number of calls to the National Human Trafficking
Hotline, and the Tampa Bay area serves as a hub for trafficking; and

WHEREAS, the Florida Legislature continues to work diligently to ensure the safety
and ongoing care for victims and survivors of human trafficking; and

WHEREAS, Redefining Refuge, a nonprofit organization, has dedicated itself

to advocate for women and children who have been victims of sexual abuse, in addition
to abolishing the domestic sex trafficking of minors; and

WHEREAS, in partnership with Hillsborough County, Redefining Refuge continues

its steadfast mission to increase public awareness of the sex industry trade, its
eradication, and to vindicate every individual from the atrocities they have experienced
so they become victors and not victims,

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT PROCLAIMED that the Board of County
Commissioners of Hillsborough County, Florida does hereby declare January 2021 as

Human Trafficking
Awareness Month

in Hillsborough County, and encourages all residents and visitors to be vigilant in iden-
tifying and reporting human trafficking to send a strong message that Florida will not
tolerate any form of slavery.
